Annex 2: The proposed scheme of co-ordination for admission to maintained primary, junior and infant schools in Oxfordshire for 2006/07.


This scheme differs from the current scheme in the following respects:

· There is a slight change to the wording that describes the way in which late applications will be treated to make it clear that extenuating circumstances cannot normally be taken into account once the iterative process has begun
· The proposed deadline for the return of applications is slightly later than the one adopted for the current scheme to allow greater time for parents to make an application and to avoid a clash with the deadline for secondary applications

2. Annex 3:The proposed scheme of co-ordination for admission to maintained secondary schools for 2006/07.


This scheme differs from the current scheme in the following respects:

· There is a slight change to the wording that describes the way in which late applications will be treated to make it clear that extenuating circumstances cannot normally be taken into account once the iterative process has begun
· The proposed deadline for the return of applications is slightly earlier than the one adopted for the current scheme. This proposed change is more consistent with the DfES model scheme.

3. Annex 4: The proposed admission numbers for community and voluntary controlled schools in Oxfordshire for 2006/07

The key points are that:
· The proposed admission numbers for community and voluntary controlled schools are based on the net capacity of the schools concerned. 

· A local notice will be published where necessary 

4. Annex 5:The proposed admission rules for community and voluntary controlled secondary schools in Oxfordshire for 2006/07

The proposed admission rules differ from the current rules in the following respects:

· There is a change to the wording of Rule 2, regarding Looked After Children, to ensure compliance with the requirements of the School Admissions Code of Practice and which ensures they have priority irrespective of whether they live in the designated area

· The inclusion of a rule regarding non-catchment siblings attending The Cherwell School and Peers School (currently this rule applies to all other community and voluntary controlled secondary schools but not to The Cherwell School and Peers School)

· Catchment areas are referred to as “designated areas”
