Objections to the Installation of a Bus Sop Cearway in Barton

	Objector: Resident, 63 Waynflete Road (Humfrey Road stop)

	Basis for objection: 

· Access: The clearway will prevent delivery vehicles from unloading outside the house.
· General need for clearway: Resident doesn’t think the clearway is feasible. 

	Officer comment:

· There is suitable space outside of the proposed clearway for delivering vehicles to stop and unload within a reasonable distance of the house.

· The clearway is part of the general improvements to the Premium Route bus services as detailed in the LTP2. They are considered beneficial since they improve the efficiency and reliability of the bus service.  


	Objector: Resident, 61 Waynflete Road (Humfrey Road stop)

	Basis for objection:

· Access: Resident is severely disabled and a permanent wheel chair user, they need to use a 3 metre ramp which needs to be parked on the road in order to access their house. The bus stop clearway would restrict this.

	Officer comments

· After liaising with our Disability Equality Advisor, the County Council has agreed to reduce the length of the clearway so that the resident can use the ramp and easily access their home. Frontager has been advised and has not opposed this.  


	Objector: Resident,18 Sturges Close (Barton Village Road bus stop)

	Basis for objection:

· Access: Resident’s access to the back garden will be restricted and feels any deliveries to the back garden will be difficult.
· Noise Pollution: People waiting for their bus will create excess noise.

	Officer comment

· Access to the back garden from the road will be restricted by the clearway, but access to the front of the property will be unaffected by the proposal.

· The clearway will not create more noise than current levels at the existing bus stop.
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
