The effect of the proposed Orders will be to amalgamate within a single Order
all existing waiting and clearway restrictions and parking controls on the
Abingdon Road between Thames Street and Kennington Roundabout and to
regularise waiting and clearway restrictions on the Old Abingdon Road from
Abingdon Road to Kennington Road as follows (and revisions introduced in
connection with reconstruction works completed in 2005 will also be catered
for):-

1. Clearway (No Stopping) between the hours of 7.30 am and 9.30 am
and 4.00 pm and 6.30 pm on Monday to Saturday on either side along
the full length of the Abingdon Road and on either side of the Old
Abingdon Road to Kennington Road

2. Restriction on Waiting at any time on the eastern side of the Abingdon
Road and for the majority of the western side of the Abingdon Road
(excluding the sections identified in points 3 and 4 below) as well as on
either side of the Old Abingdon Road to Kennington Road.

No Waiting between 7.30 am and 6.30 pm on Monday to Saturday
inclusive along 3 separate lengths on the western side of the Abingdon
Road.

4. Designated Parking Places on the western side of the Abingdon Road
between midnight and 7.30 am, 9.30 am to 4.00 pm and 6.30 pm to
midnight Monday to Saturday and all day Sunday along 4 separate
lengths on the Western side of the Abingdon Road.

There will be exemptions from waiting restrictions for picking up and setting
down passengers, emergency services, local authority services, universal
service providers and for works to the road and utility services as well as for
removing obstructions to traffic and for official funeral vehicles. Outside of
Clearway Hours there will also be exemptions for loading and unloading and
for disabled persons vehicles (waiting not to exceed 3 hours).

The following Orders which contain various restrictions and controls relating to
the Abingdon Road will be amended accordingly: City of Oxford (South
Oxford) (Parking Places and Controlled Parking Zones) Order 2000 as
amended, the City of Oxford (Various Streets) (Waiting and Loading
Restrictions) Consolidation Order 1997 as amended, the City of Oxford (New
Hinksey Area) (Traffic Management) Order 1999 as amended and the
Oxfordshire County Council (City of Oxford and North Hinksey) (Bus Lanes
Cycle Lanes and Traffic Management) Order 2006
