	Concerned about potential loss of parking spaces during clearway hours. Proposal will provide no benefit to traffic flow.  States that existing parking provides a degree of traffic calming along Abingdon Road and removing it will place additional parking stress on the side roads coming off it.  Motorists might be exposed to accidental infringements by contravening the traffic regulations, if peak-hour parking enforcement were to resume.  Cost of promoting and implementing the Abingdon Road Consolidation Order is a waste of taxpayers money.


	There is no proposal to remove parking spaces other than at peak-hour times when the traffic is generally travelling slowly under its own weight.  This is already catered for by the existing Order. This proposal aims to extend the times during the morning peak by a 1/2 hour to start at 07:30am in line with the other radial routes leading into the City.

The residential roads at the lower end of Abingdon Road are not under as much 'parking stress' as those at the northern end.  This loss of 3 car lengths occurs at 2 locations along the southern section of Abingdon Road where current parking encroaches upon splitter islands / pedestrian refuges.
