	Resident, Bolney Road


	Objects as follows:

1) Placing 30 mph signs on, or near, the approach to the crossing will affect visibility of the road signs at the crossing.

2) There is no need to extend  the speed limit as vehicles must slow down to 20 mph in order to negotiate the crossing.

3) No evidence that traffic travels over the crossing at over 30 mph as, in addition to the crossing cars are frequently parked on both sides of the road.

4) Existing signs on road surface are adequate.

5) No room for additional 

signs.

6) Basmore Lane unadopted & OCC has no right to place signs on the lane or on Rail land.

7) De-restriction sign is likely to increase vehicle speeds towards the junction with Basmore Lane and Bolney Road.


	Locations identified to ensure all signs are visible.

The profile of the level crossing is to be adjusted.  This will address an existing ‘grounding’ issue and may result in the possibility of increased speeds.

The proposal extends only over the public highway.

The private road has 20 mph signs presumably erected by the residents.  The proposal will have no material effect on this and/or speeds as vehicles leave the public highway.
