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THE OXFORDSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL (BANBURY) (SPEED LIMITS) ORDER 200*

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Oxfordshire County Council proposes to make the above mentioned Order under Section Sections 82(2), 83(2), and 84 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and all other enabling powers. The Order will consolidate various previous orders, include some amendments to previous orders and introduce new limits.

The effects of the proposed order are in respect of:

1.
Bretch Hill (previously subject of a temporary 20mph limit) - to detail the listed area of Bretch Hill within which all roads in the built up area are subject to a 20mph speed limit - see Schedule below.

2
Dukes Meadow Drive - to introduce a 30mph speed limit for its entire length from the B4100 Warwick Road to the A422 Southam Road

3.
B4100 Warwick Road - to reduce the speed limit from 40 to 30mph, from Ferndale Road to 50 metres north of its junction with A422 Stratford Road.

4.
A422 Stratford Road - to reduce the speed limit from 40 to 30mph, from a point 35 metres west of its junction with Bretch Hill (partially in the parish of Drayton) to B4100 Warwick Road.

5.
Upper Windsor Street - to increase the speed limit form 30 to 40mph, from a point 53 metres east of its junction with Oxford Road north-eastwards to a point 37 metres south-west of its junction with Swan Close Road.

6.
Hennef Way - to introduce a 50mph speed limit, from its junction with the A423 Southam Road eastwards to a point 64 metres west of its junction with Ermont Way. The road was previously derestricted.

7. A4260 Cherwell Street - to introduce a 50mph speed limit, from a point 115 metres north of its junction with Cherwell Drive northwards to its junction with the A422 Hennef Way. The road was previously derestricted.
