	Some roads in the 20mph zone are not listed in the Order.

A422 Stratford Road.  A 30mph limit is to be placed on this road to just west of the junction with Bretch Hill. This will leave a very short stretch of 40mph limit between this limit and that covering the village of Drayton. 

Keeping the speed limit start close to the school is likely to improve compliance rather than having it beyond the Bretch Hill junction where there is no frontage and drivers are less likely to understand what the limit is for.

Inappropriate limit proposed for Dukes Meadow Drive. This is a new road linking with new developments along the edge of Banbury. At the present time there is little or no development fronting this road and so the 30mph limit is unlikely to be complied with, leading to requests for enforcement. A 40 or 50mph limit would be more reasonable pending future development.


	Highclere Gardens & Sterling Court omitted but will be included in the made Order.

Although there is no casualty history for the Stratford Road/ Bretch Hill junction there is a history of pupils being injured either side of, and on the school crossing.  A site visit has shown that many pupils ignore the provided pedestrian crossing and cross the road, especially on the length between Bretch Hill and Trinity Close, often without stopping to look first. Having the 30 limit, for eastbound traffic, starting at the Bretch Hill junction should mean drivers reducing speed earlier therefore decreasing the risk of serious injuries should further vehicle / pupil hits occur.       

The design standard applied to this road was 30mph. Calming features have been incorporated along its length which would not be appropriate for vehicles to negotiate safely at speeds in excess of 30mph.

	How is it apparent to motorists within the 20mph zone that it is indeed a 20mph zone? Why are repeater signs not erected within the area?

Dukes Meadow Drive already has 30mph signing and Hennef Way already has 50mph signing so why do we need to re advertise the proposals? Were they previously not supported by a traffic regulation order?

Points out that the A4260 between Bridge Street and Hennef Way should be named Concord Avenue and NOT Cherwell Street. 


	20mph zones are signed at the entry points. Repeater signs within the zone are not permitted by the Department for Transport. 

20mph zones are designed to be “self enforcing.” Road layouts and the surrounding environment should be such that speeds of around 20mph are perceived by motorists to be appropriate and safe thereby encouraging compliance. The Bretch Hill zone was designed and implemented in the mid 90’s with calming features introduced to regulate vehicle speeds throughout the zone. So no matter what part of the zone a vehicle is in, speeds should be effectively reduced to around 20mph regardless of any signing.

These limits were introduced without the formal backing of an order and as such have been un enforceable. This proposal will fulfil the legal requirements to allow the limits to be enforced.
