Schedule

The schedule items to the “2006 Order” are deleted and replaced as follows:

1.
Oxford Road, Kidlington from a point 75m north of its junction with the Fairfax Centre service road, for a distance of 330m southwards.

2. 
The Bicester road (Gosford), (C43), from a point 6 metres north of the extended boundary between Sainsbury’s car park and the footpath that links the A4260 Oxford Road and the Bicester road (Gosford), (C43), southwards to the Kidlington Roundabout, a distance of approximately 237 metres.

3.
Kidlington Roundabout on the north east side of the roundabout from the exit lane for the Bicester road (Gosford), (C43), south-eastwards to the entry lane from the Bicester road (Gosford), (C43), an approximate distance of 18 metres.

4.
Kidlington Roundabout on the eastern side of the roundabout from the centre line of the entry lane from the Bicester road (Gosford), (C43), to the A4165 southbound exit (where it joins with the existing northern end of the Oxford City bound bus lane) an approximate distance of 85 metres.”
