All the comments arising from the workshop discussions were noted and responded to.  Many resulted in further investigation and discussion with stakeholders and others.
5.
Significant changes made to design as a result of stakeholder consultation
The final drawings prepared for the public consultation included the following significant changes, made as a result of stakeholder consultation:

· Build-out removed between outbound coach stop and bus stop east of Windmill Road;
· Junction of London Road and Wharton Road raised, like the junctions with Osler Road and Windmill Road;
·  Additional taxi rank space created on south side of London Road near the Post Office (in place of a short term parking space); and
· Three 30 min parking places created west of Windmill Road, in place of loading: one in the layby on the north side nearest Windmill Road and two in the layby on the south side nearest New High Street.
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
