The Oxfordshire County Council (North Bar/Horsefair/South Bar, Banbury)
(Prohibition of Turning Movements) Order 200

I refer to a letter and draft Order forwarded to me for comment from OCC Legal
Services.

The notice and draft Order infer extensive turning prohibitions which may impose
significant enforcement burden on the police. The plan requested outlines the
physical layout which does not address the full concerns the orders imply on site
regarding the car park areas concerned.

It is likely that significant traffic will require access north and south which without
changes to to entry/exit kerb alignment is likely to persist. History drawn from the
Parsons Street scenario indicates that this will evolve where occasional enforcement

- will not deter criminal activity on its own. This area is being addressed by new

physical central island, but is not extended to any of the car park entrances and
exits.

The position of mandatory signing has not been indicated from the plan but with the
considerable road width may be difficult to position in the circumstances at any of
the appropriate options.

The crash hazard is acknowledged in any area with history which will only be
improved with physical measures to improve passive compliance. Actual removal of

some movements by introducing self enforcing measures will benefit road safety.

The police formally object to the proposed Order and seek further consultation.
