GEORGE STREET - JUNCTION WITH WORCESTER STREET (NORTH)
EXPERIMENTAL PROHIBITION OF TRAFFIC :

1. On 29th June 2001 we will be making an experimental traffic Order, to come
into operation on 1st July 2001, to prohibit all motor traffic proceeding south in
Worcester Street north of George Street from entering George Street. The
effect of the prohibition will be to require all motor traffic proceeding south in
Worcester Street north of George Street to proceed in a westerly direction
only into Hythe Bridge Street and not to make any other manoeuvre at the

The alternative route for the limited classes of motor traffic that were
permitted to enter George Street from Worcester Street (north) is via Hythe
~ Bridge Street, Park End Street and Worcester Street (south).

2. The Council will be considering in due course whether the provisions of the
Order should be continued in force indefinitely. Within a period of six months
from the coming into force of the experimental Order any person may object

to the making of an Order for the purposes of continuing in force indefinitely
the experimental provisions.

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(Explanatory note : The recent roadworks in George Street have meant that the
former experimental prohibition of traffic at the west end of George Street/Worcester
Street has had to be lifted. This experimental Order reinstates the prohibition
experimentally.) |
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
