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GEORGE STREET - LOADING AND UNLOADING RESTRICTIONS AND
DISABLED PERSONS’ PARKING

1. On 5th July 2001 the Council will be making experimental traffic Orders to come into oberation
on 9th July 2001, which will introduce the following experimental measures in George Street:-

(a) The introduction of a 7.00 am - 7.00 pm every day of the week loading ban on the
north side between Chain Alley and Gloucester Street, and on the south side from
New Inn Hall Street for 44 metres westwards.

(b) The introduction of a 24 hour every day of the week loading ban on the north side
between Magdalen Street West and Gloucester Street, and on the south side for the
whole length between Cornmarket Street and New Inn Hall Street (exceptin the first
two loading bays described in (c) below).

(c) The introduction of three loading bays (totalling approximately 79 metres in length) for
goods vehicles and light goods vehicles on the south side outside nos. 7-17, nos. 31-
37 and nos. 41-51. Loading and unloading will be permitted between midnight and
10.00 am and between 6.00 pm and midnight on every day of the week. Vehicles will
be permitted to wait in the loading bays for no longer than 30 minutes.

(d) The removal of the disabled persons’ parking place on the north side east of Chain
Alley.
(e) A prohibition of left turns from Gloucester Street to George Street, and a prohibition of

- right turns from New Inn Hall Street to George Street with exemptions for taxis. private
hire vehicles and for other limited purposes.

2. The Council will be considering in due course whether the provisions of the experimental
Order should be continued in force indefinitely. Within a period of six months from the coming
into force of the Order any person may object to the making of an Order for the purposes of
continuing in force indefinitely the experimental provisions.

3. If you have any comments, either for or against the proposals, we would like them in writing to
the address given below by no later than 7th January 2002.

4. A plan of what is proposed, the traffic Orders and a statement of the reasons for the proposals
can be seen at my offices in Blue Boar Street. If you want to see any of these you should call
in between 10.00 a.m. and 4.00 p.m. on Monday to Friday.

5. The titles of the experimental traffic Orders are the “City of Oxford (Central Area) (Controlled

Parking Zone) (Variation No. 5) Experimental Order 1999" and “The City of Oxford (Central
Area) (Traffic Management)(Variation No. 3) Order 2001.”
