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I note that your correspondence advises me of the ‘Statement for Reasons’
surrounding the proposals for George Street, I see no ‘reason’ contained within the
documentation, other than the fact that Oxfordshire County Council have
requested the City to advertise the orders on their behalf, I also see no County or
City statistics or policy in that document which may, or may not, support the
removal of George Street cab rank ?

Colta then wish to object to the ‘apparent’ proposal to prohibit left turns from
Gloucester Street into George Street, if I understand the documentation correctly,

that is the proposal.

Many cabs, upon attending the approach to the St Georges Place cab stand and
finding it full, leave the area to look for rank space at other locations, this may be
George Street rank or St Giles facility, other cabs quite often pick up fares from the
Apollo Theatre stage door & travel north, we see no reason why ‘authorised
vehicles’ (such is to be the case with right hand turns from New Inn Hall Street),
should be able to make a left hand turn at this junction.
