3.   There is a danger of cycles blocking the passage and overflowing against the listed front wall of Stones Court if stand fitted.

4.   Propose the car park behind the shops on the other side of the road, as a more suitable site and referred to the existence of more suitable places for cycle parking.

4.   Cycle parking is only needed during term time.

5.   Cycles tied up against walls aren’t inconvenient since the pavement is wide.

Propose cycle parking be removed to Wellington square, north of the junction with St. John street.
Comments noted.  Will review area for alternative locations for cycle parking provision.

No
1.   The space in front of Rewley House is used for   dropping off and picking up students and staff.  Pushing coaches and vans in the middle of the road, would be very dangerous.  

2.   Cause damage to streetscape, while it would collect discarded cycles and litter.  

3.  Large cycle stands would damage the visual effect of the historic architecture of the street, which has clear lines.  Therefore street furniture should be kept to a minimum.   

Propose cycle parking be removed to corners of Wellington square, since it occupies a space not easy for car parking, tucked away, giving the cyclist some protection without danger from the fast moving and turning traffic that results before Wellington Square.

West Street


Resident, West Street 
No
1.   Placing the cycle racks next to disabled parking, would cause difficulties for disabled persons to access the parking space. 

2.   It will leave only one space for lorries to pull in when passing on that side of the road and cars coming from the top of the road due to a curve would not have visibility to escape from any large vehicles.  

3.   From individual survey; supports that there are fewer cyclists at the top of West Street, rather on the lower part.  

Cycle racks will become a traffic hazard rather than an asset.  Propose cycle rack be relocated to lower down the street or in Swan Street
Comments noted.  Will review area for alternative locations for cycle parking provision.


Resident, West Street 
No
1.   West Street is already congested and if cycle parking were introduced, due to its usage from delivery vans, it would impede more traffic.

2.   Proposed space for cycle parking used for emergency services.

3.   It will not serve the needs of people who will be inconvenienced by the placement of the proposed cycle stand.

4.   Questions whether cycle stands are the best means of cycle storing without any protection from weather.

5.   Cycles are left to rust, according to a survey taken place on Bridge Street and East Street.

Propose consider more convenient places for cycle parking, ie Swan Street.
Comments noted.  Will review area for alternative locations for cycle parking provision.
