Calming isn’t needed.  There is so much traffic at school times vehicles are at a standstill.  Has there been a speed check?
4
Speed check shows 85%ile speed to be 36.1mph for those going east and 39mph for those going west. Calming is needed.

Why humps?
2
Humps will calm traffic whilst providing a safe crossing point.

Has the effect on the Ambulance service been considered?
3
They were consulted but did not reply.  They have previously stated that whilst they are not entirely in favour of humps (due to problems negotiating them) they understand the reasons behind them and hence do not object.

Problems with buses.
1
Both Arriva (The Shires) and Motts Travel were contacted.  Arriva wanted cushions and Motts were happy as long as there were no chicanes.  We would not use chicanes as there would be no pedestrian benefits.

Does the Zebra crossing need to be a hump?
1
Yes, in order to achieve speed reduction as well as providing a safe crossing point.

Why not provide two Zebra crossings instead of the humps, as this would calm traffic? 
2
Two Zebra crossings would not calm traffic as well as humps.

Why not use traffic islands instead?
1
Islands would not calm traffic sufficiently.  Anyway the road is not wide enough.

Have you considered the effect of calming on drainage?
1
Yes.  New drainage is to be provided at all features.

The road should be resurfaced.
3
We do not have the funds to do this.  Copies of the letters asking for this have been passed to the Southern Area Office.

The scheme does not address the problem with speeds from the ring road.
1
Physical measures could not be put in east of Towersey Road due to the road width.  Lining will be used to narrow the road as an alternative.

Humps will cause damage to vehicles.
1
If drivers reduce their speed there should not be any damage.

Why have four humps?
1
Earlier consultation suggested that was what was wanted.

Children of secondary school age do not need a Zebra crossing to be safe.
1
Children aged 11-16 are statistically most likely to be hurt.

Extra lighting will cause bother.
1
The Zebra crossing beacons can be shielded.

A Zebra crossing is needed by Seven Acres.
1
It was not economical to provide a Zebra here and would have jeopardised the rest of the scheme.

The scheme is a waste of money.  Council Taxes are not being directed to the highest priority requirements.
1
The County Council has only limited discretion on highway spending priorities.  The Government expects schemes that benefit pedestrians, such as this one, to be given high priority.

Another hump should be provided northeast of Towersey Road.
1
Not feasible due to the narrowness of the road.
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
