Dark Lane and Moor Avenue, Witney — Prohibition of Motor Vehicles

| would like to update you on developments concerning the recent consultation on traffic
management proposals in Moor Avenue and Dark Lane.

The results of the informal consultation exercise undertaken in January 2003 were
reported to Oxfordshire County Council’s Transport Implementation Committee on 27
February 2003. The results of the consultation exercise are as follows:

Option Description Favourable

Option 1 Closure of Moor Avenue at its northern end, closure of 23

Dark Lane (with a bus gate) to the east of the Moorland
training centre.

Option 2 Closure of Moor Avenue (with a bus gate) at its junction 32
with Moorland Road, closure of Dark Lane to the east of
the Moorland training centre.

~Not in favour of any option 19

The Committee therefore approved Option 2 as the preferred option, and resolved to
proceed with the formal advertisement of a Traffic Regulation Order to close Moor Avenue
(with exemptions for buses) and to close Dark Lane. A copy of the Traffic Regulation
Order, along with a location plan and notice are enclosed.

Save as provided in Article 4 of this Order, no person shall, except
upon the direction or with the permission of a police constable in
uniform or of a traffic warden, cause or permit any motor vehicle to
enter or proceed in that length of Dark Lane as specified in Schedule

1 to this Order.

Save as provided in Article 4 and 5 of this Order, no person shall,
except upon the direction or with the permission of a police constable

in uniform or of a traffic warden, cause or permit any motor vehicle to

Schedule 2 to this Order.

4, Nothing in Articles 2 and 3 of this Order shall render it unlawful to
cause or permit any motor vehicle to enter or proceed in the length of
road specified therein, if the vehicle is being used in connection with

police, fire or ambulance purposes.

5. Nothing in Article 3 of this Order shall render it unlawful to cause or
permit any bus to enter or proceed in the length of road specified

therein.
