1. The intersection of Adelaide Street and Observatory Street is dangerous due to its lack of junction markings.

2. The narrowings should be softened by planting.

3. I understand that the street will be resurfaced as part of the project.  This must be done without removing the sets in the channel.

4. The 4 disabled spaces shown outside Nos 11 and 12 have been removed.

5. I understand that the street lighting will be rearranged as part of the scheme.

I do think that something has to be done to reduce the traffic and the speed of cars.  My one reservation is the fact that the narrowing removes the single yellow line.  This is useful for visitor parking as the 50 permits per year are insufficient.

I still believe that the best solution is to reverse the flow of traffic in the street.
The single yellow line has been converted to resident spaces.  Limited waiting bays are still provided to cater for short-term visitor parking.

Reversing the flow would open up the opportunity for vehicles to exit the Jericho area via Observatory Street rather than enter it.  This suggestion was considered at the feasibility stage.
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
