Concern expressed that
weight restriction should not
impair the use of this road
as an essential motorway
diversion route. Also
because of the possible
variable status of the
restriction, a signing
scheme should be so
devised that there is no
“misunderstanding or
ambiguity” to ensure

minimum opportunity for
mitigation”

These are not
insurmountable problems
and the stated
requirements would be
taken into account in the
drafting of the Order and
the design of the signing
scheme.

The proposal is supported
in principle although a point
restriction deterring
northbound movements
should also be considered.

Whilst it is appreciated
that there is some
northbound HGV traffic, a
northbound point
restriction this near to the
A34 could disadvantage
local businesses and the
landfill operation at Ardley
(including Oxford City
refuse disposal).It would
also further complicate
the requirements for
signing.
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
