Service 261


An hourly direct service between Chinnor and Thame, Mondays to Saturdays, daytimes.  Buses continue via Long Crendon to Aylesbury. 


Service 331 

A two-hourly service, Mondays to Saturdays between Thame, Chinnor, Bledlow Ridge and High Wycombe. In Oxfordshire, this route provides the only service to Towersey Village, Sydenham, Kingston Stert and Kingston Blount       

These two services (together with PT/S 12) are scheduled to provide a half-hourly frequency. Monday to Friday off-peak over the Thame – Chinnor section of route.  

The only other bus service currently serving Chinnor is the Monday to Friday peak rail – link to/from Princes Risborough Station wholly funded by Chiltern Trains. This only carries passengers in the ‘with the flow’ direction (from Chinnor in the mornings, to Chinnor in the evenings).

The Lewknor taxibus between Thame/Chinnor  - Junction 6/M40 and Watlington is due to start in September.
