Cornmarket Street’s footways have been designed as high performance walking surfaces with considerable attention given to aesthetic appearance. This clumsy engineering-led approach to resolve the waiting and loading issues runs completely contrary to the design principles adopted for this sensitive place.

Vehicle loading and parking needs to be restricted to the area marked as carriageway, and the Traffic Order needs to confirm that.

There are practical reasons why the County’s proposals will not work. Cornmarket is visited by drivers who are unfamiliar with the street’s special characteristics and who will be equally unfamiliar with the meanings implied by the proposed studs.

Many of the issues in Cornmarket can only be resolved by proper management of the street. These proposals will do nothing to address that.


The street can be accessed by delivery vehicles between the hours of 6pm and 10am. The structural design of the paving takes into account that in some areas of the street vehicles would need to encroach onto the footway to maintain access for other vehicles. If vehicles parked on carriageway alone. This created difficulties with traffic movements. The proposed studs and signage will help enforce areas that vehicles are permitted to park and ensure pedestrian safety.

The Group does not doubt that certain areas of the Cornmarket footways cannot support the weight of motor vehicles; we are somewhat concerned about the measures proposed.

1. Drivers may not observe the markings. Studs set into the footways may be a hazard to pedestrians.

2. Further damage and costly repairs may easily result.
1. Studs are clearly visible but flush with the pavement. Department of Transport has been given approval to their use together with the appropriate signage as means of enforcement.

2. Studs are flush with pavement, and further damage is unlikely.
