Unless there is a limit to the number of permits issued in respect of the Market Street goods vehicle parking bay, there will be an increase in motor vehicles accessing the bay via Turl Street and Broad Street. These are sensitive spaces much used by people on foot. Additional disturbance, road danger and air pollution will be the result of increased demand from motor vehicle users.

Hence a limit will need to be placed on the number of permits in use at any time, and the Association requests your confirmation that a reasonable limit will be determined and applied.


The proposal is to address an existing enforcement problem and meet the needs of the Covered Market Traders who use their own private vehicle for business use. The maximum number of permits that can be issued is 10.
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
