Objects to the proposals.

1. Availability of any short-term parking spaces in this area will encourage more private car drivers to ‘try their luck’.

2. Any bona fide commercial vehicles visiting the area to provide services to residents can use visitor permits and park in residents’ parking places; similarly private visitors. Neither group needs short-term parking spaces. Therefore the users of these spaces will be shoppers or visitors to offices or showrooms. Such people need to be encouraged to use Park & Ride or to arrive by train or bus. It undermines existing transport polices fatally to give them hope that they can park for nothing in central Oxford during working hours.

3. There is already pressure on resident parking places in the area. Residents of St Thomas Street with parking permits will often return to their homes at times of the day when short-term parkers are still there. What are the residents then supposed to do? If they park on a yellow line, they may have to move their cars later in the evening, if they can, to one of the shared-use parking places, which is inconvenient and likely to be forgotten on occasions – leading to disproportionately heavy fines and growing resentment.


1 & 2. Proposals are a result of ‘fine-tuning’ of the OTS Strategy and does not go against its principles. Effects of additional traffic congestion will be minimal as most of the additional parking is being provided to cater for existing use.

3. The one hour parking only operates between  8am to 6pm. Most commuters leave/return out of that period. The proposal increases space for residents.

Our main concern with this proposal is that as residents, we would not be able to find a place to park when arriving home from work during the week or from elsewhere on the weekends.
