Comments / Objections


Officer Response

Welcomes the traffic calming measures.
Noted.

Concerned that the humps are not full width and therefore will not affect motorcyclists who are the main offenders.
Humps are not full width so that emergency services and other large vehicles can straddle them.

Aware that restrictions are necessary to slow traffic in the area.
Noted.

Concerned about the increase in noise caused by heavy vehicles passing over the speed cushions on a regular basis.
Heavy vehicles can straddle the cushions which should result in minimal increases to noise and ground–borne vibration.

Appreciates that traffic needs to be slowed near the school.
Noted.

Concerned about increased pollution caused by vehicles slowing & accelerating repeatedly.
Chosen closer spacing of cushions should encourage smooth driver behaviour & may obtain general reduction in emissions.

Requesting Speed Camera or Vehicle Activated Sign.
Camera or vehicle activated sign should only be used where there is a history of speed related injury accidents. No such accidents on this section of Lechlade Road.

Agrees traffic in this area needs slowing.
Noted.

Requesting an island at the school entrance. Also, improve the school car park to be one way with a new exit further along the Lechlade Road.
An island at the school entrance will only be effective at that particular location and only at the brief periods in the day when vehicles are exiting the school.

Improvements to the school car park will not reduce traffic speeds on Lechlade Road.  

In favour of something being done to reduce the speed at which certain drivers use Lechlade Road.
Noted.

Concerned about vehicles swerving to avoid cushions & additional complications for pedestrians.
The cushions are located centrally in the running lane. There should be no need for vehicles to swerve.

Concerned about large vehicles not being forced to slow down & people perceiving the road to be safer than it is.


The cushions will have some effect on the speed of large vehicles. Road users including pedestrians will observe the behaviour of other traffic in the usual fashion and make decisions accordingly.

Concerned about detrimental consequences outside the calmed section due to vehicles speeding up in order to make up for lost time.


Not proven. Eastbound traffic will be subject to town centre driving conditions. Westbound traffic will be beyond the ‘built up’ environment and naturally increasing speed towards the national speed limit sign.

Concerned about wear & tear on vehicle.


If vehicles pass over the cushions at an appropriate speed then no damage to the vehicle should occur.

Concerned about devaluation of property.
Devaluation of property is not proven. Potential buyers may prefer to live on a ‘calmed’ road rather than a road with speeding issues.

Requesting reduced speed limit.
Traffic does not observe current 30 mph limit. Just lowering the limit will not change driver behaviour.

Requesting stronger enforcement of speed limit.
The speed cushions will be permanently effective, police enforcement is only effective at the rare times it is carried out.

In agreement that there are a large number of vehicles exceeding the speed limit. States that school access points are an additional worry.
 Noted.

Concern that the humps will impede emergency vehicles.


Humps are not full width so that emergency services can straddle them, which should result in minimal increases to response times.  Emergency services were consulted and no objections received.

Requesting a four arm roundabout at the Woodview junction to include a new entrance into the school, or a three arm roundabout at the Woodview junction together with a mini-roundabout at the existing school entrance. Also suggesting a Pelican Crossing.
The proposed speed cushions are a low cost scheme that can be met from the Area Office local safety scheme budget. The introduction of roundabouts & pelican crossings would be cost prohibitive.

Points out that vehicles will have a tendency to travel closer to the kerbline & therefore closer to the advisory cycle lane that exists on the south-eastern half of the road.
Agree. However normal regulations will apply. Motor vehicles should not enter the cycle lane unless that cycle lane is clear of pedal cycles.
