Acknowledges the issues that have prompted the proposals for 24 clearways. There is currently nothing Control Pus can do to resolve the congestion caused by vehicles parked in bus stops in the evenings and early hours. Supports the proposals.

(Operations Director)
No objection to the proposals. Asserts that control will still need to be exercised with privately hired coaches near the theatre.


The control of vehicles outside the bus stop clearways is beyond the scope of these proposals. However, there is provision for adequate enforcement which should take place under the existing arrangements. There are no proposals to restrict the clearways beyond the general definition of ‘buses’.
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
