Cabinet Member’s Comments 
 
Councillor Tilley noted the comments of the officer that there had been no objections 
and only one query from the consultation which had been addressed. She agreed 
that it was important that the identified refurbishment take place and noted that the 
school and pre-school would contribute to the cost. She noted that the Ofsted 
inspection was “required improvement” but was satisfied that this was being 
addressed by the Head Teacher and that in any case it related to the older children. 
 
Decision 
 
Having regard to the arguments and options set out in the documentation before me, 
the representations made to me and the further considerations set out above, I 
confirm my decisions on this matter as follows: 
 
 

to approve the proposal subject to them meeting the specific conditions: 

 that all remedial and preventative building works recommended in the 
Carillion survey of the temporary unit be fully funded from pre-school 
and school reserves; 

 that an asbestos management survey of the temporary unit be 
undertaken; 

 that the school revise their fire management programme to include the 
temporary unit;

ownership or „gift‟ of the temporary unit and surrender their lease;
