Barbara Chillman, Service Manager, Pupil Place Planning explained that the
recommendation before the Cabinet Member was actually to reject the proposals as
the costs were a lot higher than originally thought and the proposal therefore
considered as not value for money, in essence £1m for one extra classroom. This,
together with no local support meant that officers were not recommending this for
agreement at this time.

In response to a question from the Cabinet Member, Ms Chillman confirmed that the
worst case scenario of not carrying out these works could be a small percentage
increase of parents not getting their first preference school.
