At least 65% of those invited for an NHS Health Check with attend. 
 
Across Oxfordshire this figure has increased from 41.9% at the end of Quarter 1 to 46.5% at the end of Quarter 3 but still remains 
below target.  
The average across the Thames Valley is 40.6% and Oxfordshire ranks 4th out of 8.

 Take up varies from 59.8% of people from White & Asian backgrounds to 38.3% of people from Other Black backgrounds. Both 
of these have small cohorts. 

 Of the two largest cohorts, the take up of White British backgrounds (55.2%) is the third highest in the county but the take up of 
those from Other White backgrounds (49.6%) is just above the county average.  

 A significant proportion of people did not state their ethnicity. 
 
NB This data is for the full 2013/14 year and is still provisional. This is the first time that the ethnicity breakdown has been extracted 
and will be used for the future planning of the programme. 
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
