Introduction

2. In July 2017 Her Majesty’s Inspectorate of Constabulary and Fire and Rescue
Services (HMICFRS) extended its remit to include England’s fire and rescue
service. HMICFRS now assess and report on the efficiency, effectiveness and
people of the fire and rescue services in England.

3. In November 2018 HMICFRS carried out an inspection of Oxfordshire Fire and
Rescue Service over the course of a week. A team of ten inspectors carried
out the inspection, speaking to staff, our partners and the public. To assess
how good OFRS are at providing a service to the public. This inspection
focused on three areas, these are:

(@) Effectiveness
How effective is the fire and rescue service at keeping people safe and
secure from fire and other risks?

(b) Efficiency
How efficient is the fire and rescue service at keeping people safe and
secure from fire and other risks?

(c) People
How well does the fire and rescue service look after its people?
