Every trafficjam caused by a RTC, a vehicle breakdown orroadworks isimmediately
blamed onthe LTNs — Thisis clearly not true.

We are currentlyina cost of lining crisis that
is causing people to reduce theirspending. SO of course businesses are struggling. But pleasedon’t
blame the LTNs.

Claim shave been made about emergency services being delayed —these have turned out to be
incorrect or exaggerated. The ambulance service isinfavour of LTNs because they understand the
health benefits they bring, The fire brigade was recently delayed not because of the LTNs but
because of vandalism to one of the bollards which made itimpossible to operate.

Notonly do we know from copious research that LTN’s cause initial strong resistance among small
numbers of residents which then transformsinto acceptance and eventuallyacceptance. We have
direct experience of thatourselvesin Oxford. Whetheritis the trafficfilterin Bateman Street or that
in Napier Road for example, noone living nearby would now want those —and the many other
similarroadsin Oxford —reopened.

Mu local councillorhas announced that she will be asking forthe Crescent Road bollardtoebre
moved. | strongly oppose this. | have personal experience of this road before the bollard was
installed. It was aroad rage nightmare. She will ask for trafficcalming measurers to be installed.
