RECOMMENDATION 

 

The Cabinet Member is RECOMMENDED to: 
 

 Approve the following measures:  
 

a) the proposals for a Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ) Monday to 

Sunday 8am – 6.30pm permit holders or 2 hours for non-permit 
holders in Rose Hill area A, as shown in the proposal plan Annex 1, 
 

b) the proposals for a Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ) Monday to 
Sunday 8am – 6.30pm permit holders, except in signed bays in Rose 

Hill area B, as shown in the proposal plan Annex 1, 
 

c) the proposals for ‘no waiting at any time’ restrictions (double yellow 

lines) as advertised, 
 

d) the proposals for ‘3 hour parking bays’ around the Rose Hill shops 
(part of the CPZ design for Rose Hill area B) as advertised, 

 

e) the proposal to formalise the existing school keep clear markings 
on Lenthall Road & The Oval. 

 
 

Executive Summary 

 
1. This report presents the consultation responses to the CPZ proposals for the 

Iffley area of Oxford as shown in Annex 1, as part of the approved programme 

for introducing CPZs within the city. 
 

2. Measures to restrict and control car parking availability, including use of 
Controlled Parking Zones (CPZs), form part of the county’s Central 

Oxfordshire Travel Plan (COTP) as well as recently adopted Local Transport 
and Connectivity Plan (adopted in 2022) and also Oxford City Council’s Local 
Plan (adopted in 2020). Much of Oxford is already covered by CPZs, with 

further CPZs planned and which are required to support several local transport 



            

     
 

and planning objectives. 

 
3. Enforcement of the restrictions would be undertaken by the County Council’s 

enforcement contractor Trellint, as Iffley falls within the Civil Enforcement 
Area for Oxford City.  
 

Introduction 
 

4. Controlled Parking Zones (CPZs) are being implemented across Oxford to 
address numerous local issues, along with helping to support the delivery of 
wider transport and planning policies.  The proposals aim to do this in three 

main ways: 
 

 Transport management – to remove free on-street commuter and other 
non-residential car parking spaces from the city, thereby reducing traffic 
levels and helping boost use of non-car modes. 

 Development management – to support the City and County Councils’  
policies to limit the number of car parking spaces provided as part of new 

developments by ensuring restricted off-street provision does not lead to 
overspill parking in surrounding streets.  

 Protecting residential streets – by removing intrusive or obstructive non-
residential on-street car parking and, where necessary, limiting the 
number of on-street spaces occupied per dwelling by residential and 

visitor parking. 
 

5. To help deliver the county council’s Local Transport Connectivity Plan (adopted 
July 2022) vision and policies, the county’s emerging Central Oxfordshire 
Travel Plan includes 22 actions to support a more sustainable and reliable 

transport system across the central Oxfordshire area.  This includes further 
CPZs to help with parking management and support outcomes including 

improved road safety, reducing the impact of private vehicles on congestion 
and delivering more inclusive and carbon neutral transport. 

 

 

Sustainability Implications 
 

6. CPZs help facilitate the safe movement of traffic and alleviate parking stress. 
Removing free on-street parking used by commuters and other non-residents 

is part of the overall strategy to reduce traffic levels in the City and also help 
encourage the use of sustainable transport modes.  CPZs are also identified as 

one of several actions in the county’s emerging Central Oxfordshire Travel Plan 
that are required to support wider transport policies within the county council’s 
Local Transport Connectivity Plan (adopted July 2022). CPZ coverage will also 

play an important role once the Work Place Parking Levy (WPL) is introduced.  
 

 
 
 

 



            

     
 

Financial Implications 
 

7. Funding to implement CPZs in Oxford is being secured from various sources 

including the County Council’s own Capital Programme, developer 
contributions and the City Council’s Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL). The 
proposed Iffley CPZ has been funded by County Capital Funding.  
 

8. Ongoing revenue implications including administration and enforcement of 

CPZs, once implemented, are recovered through parking permit charges. 
 
 

Legal Implications 
 

9. No legal implications have been identified in respect of the proposals. The 
scheme has been promoted by Oxfordshire County Council as the Traffic 
Authority and Highway Authority under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 

and the Highways Act 1980.  
 

10. The consultation complies with the consultation requirements for the various 
elements as required by law including under the Highways Act 1980, the Road 
Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and related regulations.

Equalities and Inclusion Implications  
 

11. A full equality impact assessment has been undertaken and can be viewed in 
Annex 2. No implications in respect of equalities or inclusion have been 

identified in respect of the proposals. 
 

 

Formal Consultation 

 
12. Formal consultation was carried out between 12 September and 11 October 

2024. A notice was published in the Oxford Times, and an email was sent to 
statutory consultees & key-stakeholders, including Thames Valley Police, the 
Fire & Rescue Service, Ambulance service, Bus operators, countywide 

transport/access & disabled peoples user groups, Oxford City Council, local 
City Cllr’s, and the local County Councillor representing the Rose Hill & 

Littlemore divisions. 
 

13. A letter was sent directly to approximately 1755 properties in the area, which 

also included a copy of the formal notice of the proposals, as well as details on 
permit eligibility and costs. Additionally, street notices were placed on site in 

and around the immediate vicinity.  
 

14. Thames Valley Police responded and expressed no objections to the proposals.

15.  Oxford Bus Company & Thames Travel responded and expressed no objection 

to the proposals.  
 

16. Unlimited Oxfordshire (a local group that works to improve the way the 
community treats its disabled residents) raised concerns about the changes to 
parking that could potentially adversely affect Disabled people. 

 
17. A local Oxford City Cllr () objected to the proposed CPZ, citing that an informal 

survey of residents within Rose Hill led to the conclusion that it is not needed 
or wanted by the majority of local residents. They also highlighted that Rose Hill 
is an area of high deprivation whose residents could ill afford the additional 

costs of parking near their homes. 
 

18. 312 responses were received via the online consultation survey during the 
course of the formal consultation, and these are summarised in the tables 
below:

19. The above tables are based on the option chosen by the respondent (Object, 
support etc.) but it should be noted that on reviewing the detail of the responses, 
in a number of cases a respondent expressing support for the proposal had 

some qualifications / concerns, and similarly some of the objections related to 
specific details of the scheme, but were otherwise in support. 

 
20. Additionally, a further 10 emails were received, the comments from these have 

been included with the individual responses in Annex 3. Typically email 

responses cover general views of the proposals and therefore it was not 
possible to assign an expression against each individual element of the 

scheme. Where comments have been generally for or against the proposals 
these have been documented, two raised concerns, and eight wholly objected 
to the proposals. 

 
21.  Due to the number of responses and slight variation in the proposed 

restrictions around the Rose Hill shops, officers have broken down the whole 
zone into 2 sections – Rose Hill area ‘A’ and Rose Hill area ‘B’. The 
corresponding plan showing the break down of areas can be seen in Annex 1  

 
22. Responses relating to the proposed double yellow lines can be found in table 

4 of this report.  
 

23. The individual responses are included in Annex 3, and copies of the original 

responses are available for inspection by County Councillors. 
 

24. The County Councillor for the Rose Hill & Littlemore division and a City 
Councillor for  the Rose Hill & Iffley ward have responded with the following 
statement: 

 
“We have been clear with officers from the outside that we found it highly 

unlikely that there would be support for a CPZ in Rose Hill.  With the rising cost 
of living, residents would wish to avoid extra costs as far as possible, and value 
the flexibility that not having a CPZ provides.  A thorough survey was 

undertaken in 2021 and nothing has changed: Rose Hill does not have a 



            

     
 

problem with commuter parking such that a CPZ would be warranted.  Officers 

and the Cabinet member decided, against our advice, to press ahead with a 
formal consultation, and now have a very clear response, with 89% of 

respondents against a CPZ in Rose Hill.  It is absolutely essential the wishes of 
the community are respected and the proposed CPZ for Rose Hill does not go 
ahead. 

 
We would make two further comments.  There was substantially greater 

support for formalising parking restrictions outside Rose Hill Primary School, far 
more than for any of the other proposals.  There is a clear safety rationale for 
these, and we suspect their marginal ejection owes quite a lot to dissatisfaction 

with the whole set of proposals rather than views of this element per 
se.  Therefore, we would ask that these are agreed. 

 
Secondly, parking at Rose Hill shop parade remains a problem.  We would like 
to see a clear demarcation between pavement and spaces for vehicles.  Having 

no parking or waiting spaces anywhere would not be a good option, but the 
current situation is chaotic and unsafe.” 

 

 
Officer Response to Objections/Concerns  
 
a) General feedback to the proposals: 

 
25. Opposition to the CPZ: 

 
Financial Burden: Many residents are concerned about the additional cost of 

parking permits, especially during the current cost-of-living crisis. They argue 

that this is an unnecessary financial strain on low-income families and 
pensioners. 
 
No Existing Parking Problem: A significant number of comments state that 

there is no current parking issue in Rose Hill. Residents feel that the CPZ is a 

solution to a non-existent problem and is merely a revenue-generating scheme 
for the council. 
 
Impact on Social Life: Residents worry that the CPZ will deter visitors, 

including family and friends, due to the hassle and cost of obtaining permits. 

This could lead to increased isolation, especially for the elderly and those with 
disabilities. 
 
Displacement of Parking Issues: Some comments suggest that the CPZ will 

not solve parking problems but will instead displace them to nearby streets, 

causing congestion in those areas. 
 

Enforcement and Implementation: Concerns about how the CPZ will be 

enforced and whether it will actually address the issues it aims to solve. Some 
residents suggest better enforcement of existing traffic laws instead of 

introducing a CPZ. 
 



            

     
 

Impact on Local Businesses & Community Facilities: There are worries that 

the CPZ could reduce customer visits to local shops and services, negatively 
impacting the local economy. 

 
26. Support for a CPZ: 

 
Safety and Order: Residents who support the CPZ, citing issues with non-

residential vehicles parking around community centres and places of worship, 

which causes congestion and safety concerns. 
 
Controlled Parking Benefits: Some believe that controlled parking could 

reduce car dependency and improve air quality, though these views are less 
common. 

 
27. Overall, the majority of comments are against the implementation of the CPZ, 

highlighting financial concerns, lack of necessity, and potential negative 

impacts on the community. Those respondents who responded in favour, 
mainly focused on safety and environmental benefits, but these are outweighed 

by the opposition. 
 

Officer comments  

 
28. The proposals have been developed in discussions with local members as part 

of wider objectives outlined in the introductory section of this report. This also 

explains that the proposed CPZ in Rose Hill will help support the wider transport 
vision and policies in the Oxfordshire Local Transport and Connectivity Plan, 

with CPZs specifically identified as one of several measures to support these 
in the emerging Central Oxfordshire Travel Plan. CPZ coverage will also play 
an important role once the Work Place Parking Levy (WPL) is introduced. 

 
29. A key objective of Controlled Parking Zones (CPZs) in Oxford is to remove free 

on-street commuter and other non-residential car parking spaces from City 
streets, thereby helping to reduce traffic levels and increase use of public 
transport and walking and cycling.  CPZs also help limit the number of car 

parking spaces provided as part of new developments and support employers 
to better manage car parking at workplaces.  The further roll-out of CPZs in 

Oxford is part of the County Council’s transport policy, including the Local 
Transport and Connectivity Plan, adopted by full council in July 2022.  The 
currently adopted Oxford Local Plan 2036 also supports the introduction of 

more CPZs in Oxford, to help reduce traffic, improve air quality and support 
more car-free and reduced car parking in residential and commercial 

developments.   
 

30. Where CPZs have been implemented they have been extremely successful in 

removing commuter parking which along with other measures introduced over 
the years (e.g. new/improved bus services and bus priority and walking and 

cycling infrastructure), has meant no overall growth in traffic in Oxford for 
several years (based on analysis of traffic count data at city centre and ring 
road cordons).  This is despite the city and county’s population growing over 

the same period.    



            

     
 

 

31. For the proposed new permit areas, the standard operating hours and permit 
zone rules have been applied. These work well in other areas and cater for the 

majority of users, whilst still applying some controls to avoid abuse and zones 
being oversubscribed. A basic principle is the costs to operate permit schemes 
must be met by the users who benefit from preferential parking and the charges 

are set by our cabinet annually to cover the costs to run the schemes. 
 

32. The proposed no waiting at any time restrictions (double yellow lines) are being 
promoted to ensure access and road safety are maintained at pinch points and 
junctions where parking would be unsuitable. 

 
33. There have been ongoing reported parking and safety related issues around 

the Rose Hill shop area for a number of years. These concerns include vehicles 
parking on the footpaths, obstructive parking and lack of enforcement during 
the evenings. Whilst some infrastructure has been installed to try and prevent 

and address concerns relating to footway parking, officers agree that changes 
are required to the current parking restrictions in order to better control and 

enforce parking in the area. Therefore a recommendation is made that the 
proposed parking controls within the presented Rose Hill area B in the plan of 
Annex 1 are implemented as advertised.  

  
34. In terms of the concerns raised regarding enforcement, should the proposed 

CPZ be approved, enforcement would be undertaken by our current provider 

Trellint, who will work with Officers at the County Council to ensure that 
adequate coverage of the restrictions would be provided. Where new 

restrictions are introduced, it’s typical that a higher level of enforcement is 
provided in the initial months of the scheme, both in terms of providing visibility, 
but also to drive compliance with the restrictions.  

 
 

Monitoring and Evaluation 
 

35. It is suggested that a review of the scheme is carried out approximately 12-18 
months after the implementation of the CPZ should it be approved.

CPZs are areas where on-street parking is subject to restrictions. In deciding on whether to introduce a CPZ both 
residents support and policy implications are considered. CPZs give residents preferential treatment when parking in 
the street around their home. Permit holders can park without restriction throughout the CPZ operational hours, but 
non-permit holders can only park for a limited period, usually for up to two hours. Disabled badge holders may park free 
of charge in CPZs. 
 
Large parts of Oxford are already covered by CPZs and where these have been implemented, they have been 
extremely successful in removing commuter parking. CPZs help to reduce congestion and pollution, and encourage 
use of sustainable transport, by removing free on-street commuter parking in the city. They also improve the street 
scene and can make streets safer and more accessible for all road users by removing obstructive parking. These 
benefits mostly fall on those living within the zones but there are wider transport and environmental benefits. 
 

All residents in CPZ areas who wish to park their vehicle on the public highway in the zone during the hours of operation 
have to pay for a permit(s); unless access to a permit has been restricted because of a planning permission, for 
example, the development is car free. Businesses can also apply for permits. Both residents and businesses can also 
apply for permits for their visitors. Special provisions also apply for carers and contractor’s vehicles with more details 
available on https://www.oxfordshire.gov.uk/cms/public-site/parking-permits. 
 
Households that don’t have access to a drive or private parking are likely to be most disadvantaged particularly if it is 
a household with multiple car ownership. Parking permit charges may also affect low income households. The charges 
are however necessary to ensure that more of the schemes operating costs are met and they are able to continue to 
operate and deliver their transport and environmental benefits.

Measures to restrict and control car parking availability, including use of Controlled Parking Zones (CPZs), form part 
of the county’s recently adopted Local Transport and Connectivity Plan (adopted in 2022) and Oxford City Council’s 
Local Plan (adopted in 2020). Much of Oxford is already covered by CPZs, with further CPZs planned and which are 
required to support several local transport and planning objectives:

Proposals

Officers at the County Council have developed the proposed CPZ for Rose Hill following agreement of the 2024-

2025 program for the rollout of CPZs across the City. Officers have notified and included the County Councillor in 

these discussions and development of the CPZ for Rose Hill. The proposed operational hours of the CPZ are 

8AM – 6.30PM (7 days a week) permit holders and 2 hours no return within 2 hours 8AM – 6.30PM (7 days a 

week) for non-permit holders.   

 

The proposed CPZ has been subject to a formal public consultation and seeks approval of a Traffic Regulation 
Order by the Council.  
 
The proposed scheme has been designed as a Permit Parking Area (PPA) which uses entry and repeater signs to 
inform motorists of the restrictions in place (e.g. no bay markings). This affords residents the flexibility of where they 
can park and reduces the amount of sign and line clutter.

Formal consultation has been carried out (September/October 2024) on the proposed CPZ for Rose Hill.   
Several factors are considered when deciding whether to approve and implement a CPZ including local support and 
existing and future parking pressure and other policy considerations. All CPZs are subject to formal consultation. 
Outcomes of formal consultations will be used to update this interim assessment. Any objections to the formal 
consultation will be reported to the Oxfordshire County Council Cabinet Member for Transport Management 
decisions meeting – these are public meetings, which members of the public may apply to address .

Targets to reduce private car travel form part of the county’s Local Transport and Connectivity Plan.  

Controlled parking zones work alongside other strategy proposals (see Central Oxfordshire Travel Plan) to 

manage travel by private car (traffic filters, workplace parking levy) and encourage more sustainable modes of 

travel (for example public transport, cycling or walking) by managing the availability and demand for parking. This 

is traditionally achieved by on street parking schemes with controls on who is able to park, for how long and a 

charge to do so. 

Within the design of the CPZ concession has been made to allow for 2 hours of free parking for non-permit 

holders. 

Doing nothing is not an option because of the County Councils policy regarding the introduction of CPZs, because 

of housing and economic growth, and displaced parking is likely to occur with the roll out of other recently 

introduced CPZs and should proposals for a city-wide workplace parking levy be approved and implemented.

Object – I have surveyed Rose Hill residents to assess the need for a CPZ in Rose Hill. I have come to the conclusion 

that a CPZ in Rose Hill is not needed or wanted by the majority of local residents. Rose Hill is an area of high 
deprivation whose residents could ill afford the additional costs of parking near their homes. 
 
Unlike Iffley, Rose Hill isn't a destination point to shop or spend leisure time. Rose Hill is residential in nature, with the 
unlikelihood of spillover from other areas. Therefore I am opposed to a CPZ in Rose Hill. 
 
Residents in the Iffley ward, are largely in favor of a CPZ accept for those residents living in the Iffley borders. The 
recent public meeting held in Iffley revealed that the majority of Iffley Border residents would not like a CPZ, and 
request that the roads that form Iffley borders not be included in the Iffley CPZ scheme.

The change to 
double yellow will impact on some legitimate use and could penalise Disabled people.

RESPONDENT COMMENTS 

(e1) Local resident, 
(Oxford, Thames View 
Road) 

 
There are a couple of parking-related issues that I have been meaning to raise with the County Council, and I wonder 
if one or both could be addressed within this consultation? 
 
1. Parking on vision splays. 
 
Trades vehicles are being parked increasingly in residential areas on vision splays. An example is the vision splay 
between 19 and 21 Thames View Road OX4 4TQ. The vision splay incorporates a telegraph pole at its outer edge. 
Here is a photo of when it's not being used. The large trades/delivery vans mount the pavement when parking. 
  
When a large van is parked on the pavement between the telegraph pole and my blue car, it's not safe for me to drive 
out as my line of sight is obstructed (the vans wheels are on higher ground and have no side windows for me to look 
through). I have had a couple of near misses with children on bikes or scooters, so I basically now don't take the car 
out if a van is parked there. Also, it's a pain for the recycling team, because they use that space to load the bins onto 
the lorry, and they sometimes have to be called back for missing the odd garden refuse bag etc because they couldn't 
see it behind the parked vans.  
 
I understand the restrictions on size of vehicle (which will affect one resident) but I wonder if there could be some sort 
of signage or enforcement around this problem? 
 
2. Disabled parking spaces. There is an existing signed one outside 27 Thames View Road but the person for whom it 
was requested has passed away. No-one takes any notice of that sign and it is used as a regular parking space.  
 
My husband has a blue badge. We don't display the blue badge at all times because it might get stolen (we have no 
off-street parking in our small terraced house). I desk-researched applications for a designated disabled parking space 
outside our house (he is in quite a lot of pain and wouldn't necessarily be able to walk as far as the other one, even if it 
weren't being used by non-disabled people) but I found out that the whole process takes 18 months or more, and to be 
frank. Mostly neighbours help to keep the space outside our gate free for us to use, so that I can get my husband to 
the Churchill for emergency treatment when needed. Would it be possible to change the no longer justifiable space 
outside 25/27 to outside our house? It would just mean moving the existing sign and re-painting (he needs a slightly 
wider space to get in/out of the vehicle as he has difficulty getting in/out of the vehicle and getting his balance). The 
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blue badge has been a godsend. I realise that this change would need to be added to documentation associated with 
the consultation. 
 
One of the HMOs in an adjacent road to us has 6 single people living in it with 1 car each. Presumably HMO's are 
assigned up to 2 CPZ permits a year, then need to use visitor permits for all other vehicles? I can't see how that would 
work practically for the tenants and landlords? Is it down to the landlord who gets the CPZ permit and who doesn't? 
That would mean 28 visitor permits a week, so 28x52=1456 visitor permits a year for one household, is that correct? 
Plus extra visitor permits for their friends, family visitors etc.? And if the landlord quite legitimately kept one permit for 
him/herself, that would mean 35x52=1820. Crazy! 
 
I suspect this is not a one size fits all proposal - there are specific problems in a small number of locations, and it 
would be more sensible to address those first with alternative solutions/enforcement, utilising a CPZ only as last 
resort. 
 
I still think there should be a cap of a maximum of two vehicles per property, but it would take a brave person to 
propose it. The times in the scheme are weird too. Presumably a cut off of 18:30 was made because most of the traffic 
enforcement officers go off shift then. But every day? Weekend cover will cost the county council a great deal of 
money. Or was the weekend included as an extra that could be easily dropped as a concession if the scheme goes 
through? 
 

(e2) Local resident, 
(Oxford, Rose Hill) 

 
I live at Rose Hill flats and park my car outside on Ashurst way opposite Buzz Bees Garage.  
 
Firstly the are alot of us in the flats that use the road to park are cars, Also worth pointing out that I am very worried 
that alot of the Tennants in the flats are very vulnerable and will not understand the letters being sent out. Also I feel 
great pressure to make sure I speak up.  
 
Worth pointing out the traffic Wardens don't come up to Rose Hill and inforce  the existing restrictions outside the 
shops on Ashurst Way, and still let cars park outside the shops on the pavement. (By the betting shop, takeaways)  
Even when the council re did the markings on the road.  
 
Can just you explain it better for just the bit where I live. Really don't understand. 
 
So my understanding I think  is you want me to pay a yearly fee to park outside my flat (on Ashurst Way opposite 
Buzz bees Garage) Would this still be direct outside my flat?  
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Where along the Road would my family be able to park also there are care staff that come into the flats daily to help 
residents as well as Oxford City Council contractors.  
 
I am also very worried as if I can't park my car where I can can see it anything can happen and I would not know.  
 
Also most people can't just come in from out of town and use  the area as a free Park and Ride into town as most of 
us get the Bus to work in the city centre and our cars will already be parked. I  need my car for caring for family as my 
mum is mental ill in hospital and I need my car to help her.  
 
Very worried as I feel it's other people from Rose Hill will speak for us yet again and  that don't live in the flats, on 
Ashurst way. 
 

(e3) Local resident, 
(Oxford, Nowell Road) 

 
I object because these restrictions will make residents lives more stressful then they already are with all the other 
driving restrictions – LTNs etc.  
 
I also object that residents will have to pay to park outside their own home. I live in a close where there are no parking 
problems as only half of the residents own a car. I also object, as a pensioner, to have to find another £80 a year to 
pay for a permit, I need my car for shopping etc.. I already pay over £450 per year tax for my car that I use only about 
4-6 times a month.  
 
I also feel its designed to force people into giving up their car, Oxford is becoming an awful place to live with constant 
restrictions on its residents rights to free movement. I walk everywhere I can as I enjoy walking. 
 
I prefer no restrictions, only perhaps by the school and at certain times in Ashurst Way when prayers are being carried 
out at the Mosque, which causes severe parking problems.

You give no details as to the outcome of the informal survey that was undertaken on the assumption that we in Rose 
Hill have a problem with commuter parking.  At that time the poeple of Rose Hill told you we don't have a problem with 
commuters and that was the end of it so we thought.  
 
Please supply the results of the original consultation  how many for and how many against and what excuses you 
gave for collecting taxes from residents  at that time.  
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We the residents of Rose Hill still do not have a problem with parking and you say access will still be available to all 
our visitors family and friends alike at no cost as part of your proposal says that visitors will still be able to park. What 
kind of dictatorship do we now have in the County Council. I currently park outside my house for free and to take  right 
away from me and all the residents must be against the law if the only reason for the change is to boost the Councils 
coffers. If the result of this consultation is to say no because more people don't want it then like the LTN's you will put 
them in anyway, that is dictatorship.

I have selected "no opinion" out of the above options for my overall opinion, however I lean more towards objecting to 
the proposal and leaving things as they currently are.  
At least on the road I live on, I am fortunate to have off-street parking, so won't really be directly affected by the 
proposal, however having to organise visitors permits when family come to visit will be an inconvenience.  
My main concern about the proposal is that residents will only be eligible for two residents permits per household. 
Based on the street I live on, it appears that many houses have multiple adults living there with multiple vehicles (i.e 
more than two), for example two parents with a car each and grown up children with a car each. Plus some people 
have work vehicles that are parked on the street as well. This can amount to four or more vehicles per household that 
are using on street parking. I think two permits per household won't be enough for some of the houses, plus there will 
be a cost for a residents parking permit, whereas at the moment it is free for people to park in front of their houses.  
I do think we have an issue with the number of vehicles that are parked on the streets in Rose Hill, but the solution I 
favour would be to introduce, and properly police, double yellow lines within a few metres of the junctions to stop 
people parking in dangerous locations on junctions. Many of the streets in Rose Hill have junctions that you have to 
emerge from blind as parked vehicles obstruct your view in both directions. The solution would be to have double 
yellow lines marked on the roads to prevent people parking in those dangerous locations which are illegal anyway 
(Highway Code states 10 metres but that might be excessive for these streets). 
I am also concerned that I think the proposal states that motorcycles will be able to park without the requirement for a 
permit - I think this is a mistake as there are so many motorcycles on the road now it would be unfair for them to be 
allowed to occupy a parking space without requirement for a permit that a car-owner would have to pay for.  
I don't see Iffley Turn in the list of streets that will be affected by the proposal. I hope this road is covered by another 
scheme as that does seem to be a road that is being used by commuters to get as close to Oxford city centre as 
possible and parking there all day during work hours.
