RECOMMENDATION

The Cabinet Member is RECOMMENDED to:

Approve the following measures as advertised:

a) Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ) Monday to Sunday 8am - 6.30pm
permit holders or 2hours for non-permit holders in Littlemore North,

b) ‘No Waiting at Any Time’ restrictions (double yellow lines).

Executive Summary

1. This report presents the consultation responses to the CPZ proposals for the
lffley area of Oxford as shown in Annex 1, as part of the approved programme
for introducing CPZs within the city.

2. Measures to restrict and control car parking availability, including use of
Controlled Parking Zones (CPZs), form part of the county's Central
Oxfordshire Travel Plan (COTP) as well as recently adopted Local Transport
and Connectivity Plan (adopted in 2022) and also Oxford City Council’s Local
Plan (adopted in 2020). Much of Oxford is already covered by CPZs, with
further CPZs planned and which are required to support several local transport
and planning objectives.

3. Enforcement of the restrictions would be undertaken by the County Council’s

enforcement contractor Trellint, as Littlemore North falls within the Civil
Enforcement Area for Oxford City.

Introduction

4. Controlled Parking Zones (CPZs) are being implemented across Oxford to
address numerous local issues, along with helping to support the delivery of



wider transport and planning policies. The proposals aim to do this in three
main ways:

e Transport management —to remove free on-street commuter and other
non-residential car parking spaces from the city, thereby reducing traffic
levels and helping boost use of non-car modes.

e Development management — to support the City and County Councils’
policies to limit the number of car parking spaces provided as part of new
developments by ensuring restricted off-street provision does not lead to
overspill parking in surrounding streets.

e Protecting residential streets — by removing intrusive or obstructive non-
residential on-street car parking and, where necessary, limiting the
number of on-street spaces occupied per dwelling by residential and
visitor parking.

5. To help deliver the county council’s Local Transport Connectivity Plan (adopted
July 2022) vision and policies, the county’'s emerging Central Oxfordshire
Travel Plan includes 22 actions to support a more sustainable and reliable
transport system across the central Oxfordshire area. This includes further
CPZs to help with parking management and support outcomes including
improved road safety, reducing the impact of private vehicles on congestion
and delivering more inclusive and carbon neutral transport.

Sustainability Implications

6. CPZs help facilitate the safe movement of traffic and alleviate parking stress.
Removing free on-street parking used by commuters and other non-residents
is part of the overall strategy to reduce traffic levels in the City and also help
encourage the use of sustainable transport modes. CPZs are also identified as
one of several actions in the county’'s emerging Central Oxfordshire Travel Plan
that are required to support wider transport policies within the county council’s
Local Transport Connectivity Plan (adopted July 2022). CPZ coverage will also
play an important role once the Work Place Parking Levy (WPL) is introduced.

Financial Implications

7. Funding to implement CPZs in Oxford is being secured from various sources
including the County Council's own Capital Programme, developer
contributions and the City Council's Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL). The
proposed Littlemore North CPZ has been funded by County Capital Funding.

8. Ongoing revenue implications including administration and enforcement of
CPZs, once implemented, are recovered through parking permit charges.



Legal Implications

9. The consultation that has been undertaken complies with the consultation
requirements for the various elements as required by law including under the
Highways Act 1980, the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and any other
related regulations.

10.If approved, the scheme would be introduced by Oxfordshire County Council
as the Traffic Authority and Highway Authority.

Equalities and Inclusion Implications

11.A full equality impact assessment has been undertaken and can be viewed in
Annex 2. No implications in respect of equalities or inclusion have been

identified in respect of the proposals.

Formal Consultation

12.Formal consultation was carried out between 26 September and 25 October
2024. A notice was published in the Oxford Times, and an email was sent to
statutory consultees & key-stakeholders, including Thames Valley Police, the
Fire & Rescue Service, Ambulance service, Bus operators, countywide
transport/access & disabled peoples user groups, Oxford City Council, local
City ClIrs, and the local County Councillors representing the Rose Hill &
Littlemore, and Cowley divisions.

13.A letter was sent directly to approximately 1700 properties in the area, which
also included a copy of the formal notice of the proposals, as well as details on
permit eligibility and costs. Additionally, street notices were placed on site in
and around the immediate vicinity.

14.372 responses were received via the online consultation survey during the
course of the formal consultation, and these are summarised in the tables
below:

15.The above tables are based on the option chosen by the respondent (Object,
support etc.) but it should be noted that on reviewing the detail of the responses,
in a number of cases a respondent expressing support for the proposal had
some qualifications / concerns, and similarly some of the objections related to
specific details of the scheme.

The County Councillor responsible for the Rose Hill & Littlemore division has
responded with the following statement;

‘There is not enough evident support for the CPZ for Littlemore. In our survey
Most residents report that there is no parking displacementissue, and itis not
necessarily needed for the community. Cost-of-living situation is a major
factor, and itis an unwanted expense. These are the reasons we asked for the
consultation not to proceed. We support Littlemore residents’ view in not
having a CPZ. Given this strength of opinion of residents in the consultation
results, | ask that local views to be respected/represented in the decision-
making process and for proposed CPZ not to go ahead in North Littlemore. In
general, | support the proposed double yellow lines for safety and reduction of
parking.”

Thames Valley Police submitted a non-objection, whilst Oxford Bus Company
offered their support stating that the proposals generally seek to support greater
use of walking, cycling and public transport use, as well as helping to ensure a
safer highway environment.

Littlemore Parish Council objected to the proposals, citing a number of factors
for doing so, which included: a) the majority of the residents in Littlemore are
against it and do not feel it is needed, b) would simply move the problem into
the neighbouring Littlemore South/Minchery Farm areas, c) the permits are too
expensive & should be for a small nominal fee only, d) the allocation of visitors’
permits is unfair & will impact families and the elderly under the age of 70, e) it
IS not consistent with the rest of the city, because it will be in place 24 hours a
day and 7 days a week, they feel it should not apply in the evenings &
weekends. They ultimately felt it would be worth exploring alternative options
to deter commuter traffic from parking in Littlemore, such as single yellow lines
with timed restrictions.

19. Additionally, a further 8 emails were received from local residents. Typically

email responses cover general views of the proposals and therefore it was not
possible to assign an expression against each individual element of the
scheme, however where comments have been generally for or against the
proposals these have been documented, three raised concerns, and five
wholly objected to the proposals.

20.The individual responses are included in Annex 3 and copies of the original

responses are available for inspection by County Councillors. Any comments
received that contain personal abuse and/or other personal information will be
redacted as appropriate.

Officerresponse to objections/concerns

a) General feedback to the proposed CPZ:

21.0Opposition to the CPZ:



Financial Burden: Many residents are concerned about the additional cost of
parking permits, especially in a low-income area where people are already
struggling with the cost of living.

Lack of Necessity: A significant number of comments argue that there is no
existing parking problem in Rose Hill, making the CPZ unnecessary.

Impact on Visitors: Residents worry that the CPZ will complicate visits from
family, friends, and service providers, particularly affecting elderly and disabled
residents who rely on regular visits.

Perception of a Money-Making Scheme: There is a strong sentiment that the
CPZ is primarily a revenue-generating measure for the council rather than a
solution to a genuine problem.

Negative Impact on Community and Social Life: Concerns are raised about
the CPZ reducing social interactions and community cohesion by making it
harder for people to visit.

Displacement of Parking Issues: Some believe that the CPZ will simply move
parking problems to adjacent areas rather than solving them.

22.Support for a CPZ:

Safety Concerns: Some residents support the CPZ due to safety concerns,
particularly on roads like Newman Road, where parking is seen as dangerous.

Non-Resident Parking: There is support for the CPZ to prevent non-residents
from taking up parking spaces, which is seen as a problem in some areas.

Traffic Management: A few comments mention that the CPZ could help
manage traffic better and reduce congestion.

b) General feedback to the proposed double vellow lines

23.Support for double yellow lines:

Safety Improvements: Some residents support the double yellow lines as they

believe it will improve safety by preventing cars from parking on corners and
obstructing junctions, which can be dangerous for drivers, cyclists, and
pedestrians.

Traffic Flow: There is support for DYLs to help manage traffic better,
particularly on busy roads like Newman Road, which is seen as dangerous and
congested.

24.0pposition to DYLs:



No Parking Issues: Many residents argue that there are no significant parking

problems in their areas, such as Herschel Crescent, Bodley Road, and Long
Lane, and therefore, yellow lines are unnecessary.

Impact on Residents: There are worries about the impact on residents who do
not have driveways and rely on-street parking. Concerns are that the proposed
double yellow lines could make it harder for them to find parking near their
homes.

Environmental Concerns: Some residents believe that implementing double
yellow lines will lead to more people paving over their front gardens to create
parking spaces, which they feel is bad for the environment.

25.Overall, the majority of comments are against the implementation of the CPZ,
highlighting financial concerns, lack of necessity, and potential negative
impacts on the community. Those respondents who responded in favour,
mainly focused on safety and environmental benefits, but these are outweighed
by the opposition.

26.Whilst there is some support for the proposed double yellow lines, the majority
are against the introduction of waiting restrictions, with concerns about their
necessity, cost, and implications on residents.

Officer Comments

27.The proposals have been developed in discussions with local members as part
of wider objectives outlined in the introductory section of this report. This also
explains that the proposed CPZ in Littlemore North will help support the wider
transport vision and policies in the Oxfordshire Local Transport and
Connectivity Plan, with CPZs specifically identified as one of several measures
to support these in the emerging Central Oxfordshire Travel Plan. CPZ
coverage will also play an important role once the Work Place Parking Levy
(WPL) is introduced.

28.A key objective of Controlled Parking Zones (CPZs) in Oxford is to remove free
on-street commuter and other non-residential car parking spaces from City
streets, thereby helping to reduce traffic levels and increase use of public
transport and walking and cycling. CPZs also help limit the number of car
parking spaces provided as part of new developments and support employers
to better manage car parking at workplaces. The further roll-out of CPZs in
Oxford is part of the County Council's transport policy, including the Local
Transport and Connectivity Plan, adopted by full council in July 2022. The
currently adopted Oxford Local Plan 2036 also supports the introduction of
more CPZs in Oxford, to help reduce traffic, improve air quality and support
more car-free and reduced car parking in residential and commercial
developments.

29.Where CPZs have been implemented they have been extremely successful in
removing commuter parking which along with other measures introduced over
the years (e.g. new/improved bus services and bus priority and walking and



cycling infrastructure), has meant no overall growth in traffic in Oxford for
several years (based on analysis of traffic count data at city centre and ring
road cordons). This is despite the city and county’'s population growing over
the same period.

30.For the proposed new permit areas, the standard operating hours and permit
zone rules have been applied. These work well in other areas and cater for the
majority of users, whilst still applying some controls to avoid abuse and zones
being oversubscribed. A basic principle is the costs to operate permit schemes
must be met by the users who benefit from preferential parking and the charges
are set by our cabinet annually to cover the costs to run the schemes.

31.The proposed no waiting at any time restrictions (double yellow lines) are being
promoted to ensure access and road safety are maintained at pinch points and
junctions where parking would be unsuitable and whilst the majority of
responses object to the proposed no waiting at any time restrictions, it is
recommended that all sections are approved for implementation.

32.In terms of the concerns raised regarding enforcement, should the proposed
CPZ be approved, enforcement would be undertaken by our current provider
Trellint, who will work with Officers at the County Council to ensure that
adequate coverage of the restrictions would be provided. Where new
restrictions are introduced, it's typical that a higher level of enforcement is
provided in the initial months of the scheme, both in terms of providing visibility,
but also to drive compliance with the restrictions.

33.A separate Oxfordshire County Council consultation on proposed traffic
improvements in Westbury Crescent took place at the same time as the
proposed CPZ for Litlemore North. Whilst the Westbury Crescent traffic
improvement proposals were developed with consideration to the proposals
presented in the Littlemore North CPZ consultation, the two schemes are
completely separate.

Monitoring and evaluation

34.1t is suggested that a review of the scheme is carried out approximately 12-18
months after the implementation of the CPZ should it be approved.

CPZs are areas where on-street parking is subject to restrictions. In deciding on whether to introduce a CPZ both
residents support and policy implications are considered. CPZs give residents preferential treatment when parking in
the street around their home. Permit holders can park without restriction throughout the CPZ operational hours, but
non-permit holders can only park for a limited period, usually for up to two hours. Disabled badge holders may park free
of charge in CPZs.

Large parts of Oxford are already covered by CPZs and where these have been implemented, they have been
extremely successfulin removing commuter parking. CPZs help to reduce congestion and pollution, and encourage
use of sustainable transport, by removing free on-street commuter parking in the city. They also improve the street
scene and can make streets safer and more accessible for all road users by removing obstructive parking. These
benefits mostly fall on those living within the zones but there are wider transport and environmental benefits.

All residents in CPZ areas who wish to park their vehicle on the public highway in the zone during the hours of operation
have to pay for a permit(s); unless access to a permit has been restricted because of a planning permission, for
example, the development is car free. Businesses can also apply for permits. Both residents and businesses can also
apply for permits for their visitors. Special provisions also apply for carers and contractor’s vehicles with more details
available on https://www.oxfordshire.gov.uk/cms/public-site/parking-permits.

Households that don’t have access to a drive or private parking are likely to be most disadvantaged particularly if it is
a household with multiple car ownership. Parking permit charges may also affect low income households. The charges
are however necessary to ensure that more of the schemes operating costs are met and they are able to continue to
operate and deliver their transport and environmental benefits.

The proposed CPZ has been subject to a formal public consultation and seeks approval of a Traffic Regulation
Order by the Council.

The proposed scheme has been designed as a Permit Parking Area (PPA) which uses entry and repeater signs to
inform motorists of the restrictions in place (e.g. no bay markings). This affords residents the flexibility of where they
can park and reduces the amount of sign and line clutter.

Formal consultation has been carried out (September/October 2024) on the proposed CPZ for Littlemore North.
Several factors are considered when deciding whether to approve and implement a CPZ including local support and
existing and future parking pressure and other policy considerations. All CPZs are subject to formal consultation.
Outcomes of formal consultations will be used to update this interim assessment. Any objections to the formal
consultation will be reported to the Oxfordshire County Council Cabinet Member for Transport Management
decisions meeting — these are public meetings, which members of the public may apply to address.

Targets to reduce private car travel form part of the county’s Local Transport and Connectivity Plan.

Controlled parking zones work alongside other strategy proposals (see Central Oxfordshire Travel Plan) to
manage travel by private car (traffic filters, workplace parking levy) and encourage more sustainable modes of
travel (for example public transport, cycling or walking) by managing the availability and demand for parking. This
is traditionally achieved by on street parking schemes with controls on who is able to park, for how long and a
charge to do so.

Within the design of the CPZ concession has been made to allow for 2 hours of free parking for non-permit
holders.

Doing nothing is not an option because of the County Councils policy regarding the introduction of CPZs, because
of housing and economic growth, and displaced parking is likely to occur with the roll out of other recently
introduced CPZs and should proposals for a city-wide workplace parking levy be approved and implemented.

Support — We recognise that this forms part of a comprehensive approach to managing parking in the City, balancing
a range of objectives, including to ensure that residents retain local parking privileges while managing additional
pressure from demand arising outside the proposed CPZ area. The proposals also seek to improve sight lines and
circulation around junctions through the introduction of double yellow lines. The proposals in the round seek to support
greater use of walking, cycling and public transport as well as a safer highway environment.

Accordingly, we support the proposed TRO.

(s3) Local City ClIr, ()

Object — Having spoken to many resident in the area | can not support the introduction of this scheme.
The majority of the residents in the area do not see the need for the CPZ introduction feeling that it is a sledgehammer
to crack a nut" solution.

The concerns include -

Families with multiple adults - the high cost of living & house prices in Oxford results in many homes being occupied
by families with children in to their adult working life.

The proposed CPZ area sits within a POLAR 4 Quintile 1 area and many residents are employed in trades / working
environments requiring vans for transporting tools etc.

These families face being impacted significantly by the proposed changes and limited passes.

Church Cowley St James Staff - We are very fortunate to have an excellent ( OFSTED rated good) primary school in
our area. Many of us living within the area have either attended or had children attend the school, soit's with huge
concern that we see the headmaster speak out on the expected impact on retention & recruitment. \We must protect
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the ability of the school to recruit the best available staff for the roles and not facilitate a decline in their ability to
provide a high level of teaching for our community. The previous CPZ concerns (in Bartholomew Road) appear to
have been ignored / inadequately addressed.

Elderly residents - there are many elderly residents in the area who rely on visitors for their health & wellbeing. As
stated earlier it's not always possible for family members to purchase property in the immediate vicinity and therefore
the ability to have regular visitors is key to monitoring their well being and maintaining their overall mental & physical
health.

Environmental impact -it's evident from previous CPZ introductions that there is a negative environmental impact
driven from the "paving over" of front gardens. This results in both a reduction in natural habitats and biodiversity, but
also contributes to increased rainwater being directed in to the road gulleys. There are already regular issues with
Rahere Road being unable to cope with heavy rainfall.

Weekend inclusion - The decision to include weekends within the controlled parking time seem to be excessive and
risks being disproportionately punitive to the vulnerable who would have family visitors at weekends.

However, | approve of the introduction of double yellow lines to prevent vehicles parking on the corners around the
area. This should bring some significant safety improvements.

| would also approve of measures to tackle anti social parking where pavements are being completely blocked.
These measures simply require enforcement, which has been lacking currently and would be the key to resolving the
issues which residents are currently facing.

(s4) Littlemore Parish
Councll

Object — I am writing on behalf of the Transport Committee and LPC to object to the Oxford: Littlemore North -
proposed Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ). We object for the following reasons:

1. The County Councillor for Rose Hill and Littlemore Clir Trish Elphinstone has reported she has been out knocking
on doors and carried out a survey. She has concluded the majority of the residents in Littlemore are against it and do
not feel it is needed. We have concluded the same from our interactions with local residents.

2. All that it will achieve is to move the issue of parked cars into the Littlemore South/Minchery Farm area.
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3. The proposed permit is too expensive. Notwithstanding that we are against the proposed CPZ, if a permitis
required to park, it should be for a small nominal fee such as what is charged for a permit in the Minchery Farm Zone
in Littlemore.

4. The visitors’ permits are limited to 25 a year. This is unfair and will impact families and the elderly under the age of
70. It is too restrictive.

5. The proposed CPZ is not consistent with the rest of the city, because it will be in place 24 hours a day and 7 days a
week. Again, notwithstanding that we are against the proposed CPZ, if the CPZ does proceed, it should NOT apply in
the evenings and at the weekends.

6. It would be worth exploring other options to deter commuter traffic from parking in Littlemore, such as, single yellow
lines with time restrictions.

We have multiple people park right outside our house leaving us nowhere to park, we have our driveway but my
husband is disabled and cannot exit the car from our driveway safely, soit is easier to park outside in order for him to
have open space to exit the vehicle.

(many, due to high property prices, are unable to afford to move out of the parental home), and doubtless contributes
to the overflow parking experienced by neighbours to CPZs. E.g. two parents, two adult children = legitimate reason
to have four cars.

This should be easy to manage via the application process to ensure that residents permits issued to the household
are for genuine vehicles registered to that property — “We will need proof that you reside at an eligible address and
that the vehicle is in your name is also registered at the property” without needing to restrict the number of permits per
household.

Cost - if this were truly about ensuring residents are able to park, then there should be no charge for residents’
permits.

Need for CPZ caused by council’s own policies ... own admission is that introducing a CPZ in one area has pushed
excess cars into neighbouring areas, so ‘necessitating’ the introduction of additional CPZs. LTNs have exacerbated
this problem — evident that cars are parking in neighbouring areas to reduce the additional travel/mileage that would
be incurred to navigate round the LTNs to get to the final destination. This has also resulted in inconsiderate parking
by these individuals — parking too close to junctions, parking on double yellow lines, blocking dropped kerbs so
preventing pushchair and wheelchair use of the dropped kerbs to cross the road, parking across dropped kerbs for
access to property off-road parking.

Existing poor parking — yellow lines, across driveways. If residents are now paying for permits, increased likelihood
that this will happen as permit holders will now feel entitled to park where they want to rather than what is
considerate/legal.

Allotment sites — plotholders are already disadvantaged by the introduction of LTNs, significantly increasing travel time
and mileage to come to their site (allotment holders often need to use cars for the transporting of
materials/crops/plants to and from their plots — it is not possible to walk or get it on a bicycle!). And, not all plotholders
are, or should have to be, within the immediate vicinity of the allotment site. Plotholders use the space for exercise,
wellbeing (mental and physical), healthy eating. Limit of 2hrs parking restricts plotholders from tending their plots.
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Enforcement — it is not clear that there will be enforcing officers monitoring and enforcing the parking restrictions.
Consultation documents for other CPZs have implied, using the council's own words, that there will be a reliance on
residences reporting non-compliance “Permit parking schemes are enforced under powers given to local authorities
under the Traffic Management Act 2004, and vehicles parking in contravention of restrictions may risk being issued
with a Penalty Charge Notice (PCN). Residents can use an on-line checker to see whether vehicles have a valid
permit for the vehicle and report cars they believe are parked illegally”. However, | was not able to find reference to
enforcement in the Littlemore North consultation documents.

Limited number of visitor permits — why the limit? This means that residents can only have daytime visitors staying for
50x24hr periods in any 12 month period, and 25x24hr period per six months; an average of one day per week.
Residents should not be expected to be limited on the number of daytime visitors who use cars they are able to
welcome to their homes, or to pay for this. This approach doubtless contributes to the overflow parking experienced
from neighbouring CPZs.

Sadly - this is a scheme that is "necessitated" by the council's own actions and policies, and as the proposal stands
would seem to be a scheme to generate income for the council rather than have at its forefront the best interests of
the residents.

I have discussed with many people the issues with parking. Many actions can be taken and many laws can be made
to help with this issue.
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Multiple vehicles in the same residence is an issue. Most homes now have more than one car, or have a carand a
van. This is a huge issue. A limit needs to be introduced to allow no more than two vehicles for each residence. Two
vehicles is fine if people have a drive, but not for everyone who does not have one.

Many people have had dropped kerbs put illegally all across their front garden, for incredibly small gardens and for
large ones. Some people with a small garden use it as a drive, even when their car sticks out at the front. This
reduces the ability for people to park near their homes.

Highway Officers should mandatory go road by road and check planning permission for dropped kerbs. If it has not
been given, the raised kerb should be put back.

Most drives are long enough for two vehicles. No drive entrance should be wider than one vehicle. Any drive
entrance that is wider than one vehicle, should be reduced and returned to being a front garden. The dropped kerb in
front of the returned to garden area, should be put back to a raised kerb.

There needs to be laws and strict enforcement introduced requiring a legal minimum size for a drive and a maximum
entrance way for a drive. Planning permission should be a legal requirement for having a drive put in and for
extending one. People found breaking any of the laws for dropped kerbs, size requirements for drives and size for a
drive entrance, should be prosecuted.

People no longer want to change, swap their vehicles according to which driver needs to leave first the next day.
People always used to do this and they should continue to do it. Instead, they extend the width of their drive. Why
should someone without a drive lose a car parking space, as people can no longer be asked to take the time to swap
vehicles? It is wrong.

If the above was implemented, and made law, it would help to relieve so many parking issues.

Parking in residential streets should be for residents and their visitors only. People should not be allowed to park in a
residential road, and then go to work, study or shopping. If there is space on roads near businesses, shops, etc.,
introduce parking meters.

Specifically, as a resident of Church Cowley Road (east side, north end), my house has a single-yellow line on the
road outside, which - quite reasonably - prevents us parking there during the controlled hours. Necessarily, we park
our cars around the corner on Church Hill Road, but the proposal does not recognise that situation and we are not
included in the addresses that will be able to access the residential permit. Moreover, we have lost access to the
parking on Rymers Lane, as that is now a CPZ that we no longer have access to. The proposed Littlemore CPZ will
make it impossible for us to park anywhere at all, and therefore we have to strongly oppose the plans as currently
drafted.

The formal order also lists the extension of double-yellow lines on Church Hill Road, but does not explain where they
will be nor why they are necessary.

More generally, the proposed CPZ makes no explanation of need or necessity for the installation of a new regulated
parking area. There's no explanation or justification in the formal notice, and the 'Explanation of Need' document does
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nothing to explain why this change is necessary. In our experience, there is no great parking problem in this area, and
the parking situation is largely managed informally to good effect.

A redrafted proposal, that recognised the necessity of explanation and justification for the CPZ, and included provision
for all those residents impacted, might be satisfactory, but you have not provided that here, and therefore we would
strongly oppose and would campaign against the order as currently drafted.
